Alpha Delta Kappa Scholarship

This scholarship provides that a senior graduating from the Beatrice High School may, in the year of his/her graduation, be eligible to receive the Alpha Delta Kappa Scholarship in the amount of $500.00.

1.  The student shall be in the top one-half of the graduating class.

2.  The student will enroll in a four year college/university with the intent of pursuing a career as a teacher.

3. The student shall have demonstrated industry and diligence during his study in the Beatrice Public Schools, and will have taken advantage of the opportunities provided by the schools.

4. Economic need shall not be considered in the selection of the student.
