SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION MATERIALS
GENERAL GUIDELINES

NOTE:  All scholarships listed herein use the general scholarship application form of the Beatrice Educational Foundation.  The application form is due March 1st in the Beatrice High School Student Services Office at 4:00 p.m.  Typewritten applications are required.

The intent of the Foundation is to provide funds to deserving students needing assistance to attend a school of higher learning.  Should a recipient receive other scholarship funds in excess of need, the Foundation scholarship will not be forwarded at that time.  It will, however, be available for a five-year period should the recipient need these funds at a later date for tuition, room and board, or books.  Foundation scholarships are restricted to undergraduate studies.

Each applicant shall, in good faith, meet the criteria of each scholarship awarded.  If the criteria is not met, the scholarship may be awarded to an alternate at the discretion of the Beatrice Educational Foundation.

ESTHER L. (KREUSCHER) DAMKROGER SCHOLARSHIP

One $250 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  The scholarship shall be awarded to a student who is interested in and desires to teach music in either an elementary, middle school or high school.

PERLEY F. AND BESSIE V. BATES SCHOLARSHIP
One $400 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  The scholarship shall be awarded to a student who exemplifies good citizenship, and who, without the assistance of a scholarship would be unable to attend an institution of higher learning.  The institution may be any type of higher education including vocational school.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.

VICTOR AND ALVERA BADE eDUCATIONAL SCHOLARSHIP

One $500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  The scholarship will be awarded to a student who plans to pursue a career in education as a teacher.  
BHS CLASS OF 1969 SCHOLARSHIP

One $500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  The recipient may choose to attend any institution of higher learning, including a vocational school.  The student should be in the top 40% of his/her graduating class and in need of financial assistance.  Financial need shall take priority over class rank.  The student must have three letters of reference, two from school personnel, and one from a community member who has direct knowledge of the student’s character and service.  The recipient of this scholarship must demonstrate strong leadership skills, good citizenship and personal ethics, and be involved in school and community activities.  A copy of the Student Aid Report from FAFSA is required as part of this application. 
DIANE CORNELIUS SCHOLARSHIP

One $500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.   The scholarship shall be awarded to a student who participated in music at BHS.  The student must be active in both school and community service activities with a GPA in the top 50% of their graduating class.  The scholarship is open to students attending an institution of higher learning with the first priority to those wishing to pursue a career in a music-related field.

TIM DiERBERGER Scholarship

One $500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior at Beatrice High School.  Qualifications include participation in a varsity sport during the junior and senior years of high school.  The student must exhibit a team-first mentality and a strong work effort both during games and practices.  One of the three letters of reference must be from a head coach.  Financial need will be considered.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required to complete the application process.  
GERMAN CLUB SCHOLARSHIP

One $500 scholarship will be awarded annually to a Beatrice High School senior who plans to major in 

foreign language, foreign studies, or a related area.

MARJORIE A. HARTIG SCHOLARSHIP 
   
One $500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior who has committed to any branch of the United States military including the Army, Marine Corps, Navy, Air Force, Space Force, Coast Guard, the Army National Guard and the Air National Guard.  Credit will be given to effort and involvement in community service or volunteerism.  The scholarship is open to a graduating senior planning to enroll in a two or four-year college, university, vocational/technical or trade school whether in state or out of state.  A 2.0 grade point average is required.  Financial need may be a consideration but is not a requirement.  Proof of commitment to the military/national guard is a requirement.  Three letters of recommendation are required with no more than one from the following:  teacher, coach, employer, clergy member, community leader, or community member. 

DELVIN D. KOCH SCHOLARSHIP
One $500 scholarship will be available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  The scholarship will be awarded to a student who will be attending an institution of higher learning including a vocational school. The student must have a 2.5 GPA or above.  The criteria utilized for the selection will include good citizenship (caring about others) and hard work (determination to better their life by obtaining their college degree). Also, the student must have a financial need and without this scholarship would be unable to attend an institution of higher learning.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the FAFSA is required to complete the application process. 

GEORGE W. MCNENNY SCHOLARSHIP

One $500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  The scholarship shall be awarded to a student who plans to pursue a career in art and/or architecture.  The recipient must have high academic achievement, exemplary citizenship, and must submit a letter of recommendation by a member of the Beatrice High School faculty.

VIRGIL AND RHODA PETHOUD SCHOLARSHIP

Two $500 scholarships are available to graduating seniors of Beatrice High School.  One scholarship will be for a student that participated in softball for at least 2 years and participated in softball their senior year.   The second scholarship will be for a senior planning a career in the medical field.  Both scholarships require a minimum of a 3.0 GPA.

BHS CLASS OF 1961 SCHOLARSHIP
One $700 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  The scholarship shall be awarded to a student who will be attending an institution of higher learning, including vocational schools.  The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of scholastic ability and financial need.  The student must be in the top 40% of his/her graduating class.  The student awarded this scholarship must also have demonstrated exemplary personal ethics and high moral character.  Financial need shall be given priority consideration over graduation class ranking.  In addition to the necessary Beatrice Educational Foundation Scholarship Application Forms, a copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required to complete the application process
DON LINN SCHOLARSHIP

One $700 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of scholastic ability and financial need, preferably, but not necessarily, to students who might otherwise be unable to continue their education.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.

VIRGIL AND TEDA JURGENS SCHOLARSHIP

One $750 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  Qualifications include participation in baseball at BHS and a class rank in the top 25% of their graduating class.  Criteria for selection will include financial need and active participation in school, community, and volunteer activities.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.

ARDEN AND BARBARA NITZ SOFTBALL SCHOLARSHIP      

One $750 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  The scholarship will be awarded to a student that participated in softball during their junior and senior year.  Criteria will include a student who plans to attend any type of higher education, has signed a letter of intent to play softball, and demonstrates financial need.  A copy of the Student Aid Report from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.
IRENE SOKOLIK SCHOLARSHIP

One $750 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  Qualifications include a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher the last two semesters of high school.
RANDY Diller Scholarship

One $1,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School who plans to pursue a career as a special education teacher in an elementary, middle or high school.  Qualifications include a 2.5 grade point average and the student must demonstrate an understanding of people with special needs.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required to complete the application process. 

TOMMY FORSTROM SCHOLARSHIP
One $1,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School pursuing a career in one of the following trades:  Diesel Technology, Construction Equipment Repair, Over the Road Truck Repair, Welding Technology, Auto Body Repair, Auto Restoration, and Auto Repair/General Motors, Ford, etc.  The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of ability and financial need, preferably, but not necessarily, to students who might otherwise be unable to continue their education.  A 2.5 grade point average is required.  The student must have held a part-time job during their senior year.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required to complete the application process.
DICK AND JACKIE HOVENDICK FAMILY SCHOLARSHIP

Two $1,000 scholarships are available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  One scholarship will be for a student majoring in agriculture.  The second scholarship will be for a senior planning a career in education.  Both scholarships require the student to be in the top thirty (30%) percent of the class.  Financial need will be considered.  A copy of the Student Aid Report from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.
GAROLD E. AND CLARICE A. KLEVELAND SCHOLARSHIP

One $1,000 scholarship (payable over four semesters) is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School pursuing a career in Auto Mechanics at Southeast Community College.  The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of ability and interest in auto mechanics and financial need, preferably, but not necessarily.  Students must demonstrate an interest and aptitude for Auto Mechanics.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required to complete the application process.  The student must maintain a 2.000 grade point average at SCC to continue receiving the scholarship.

MAX MANES SCHOLARSHIP 
One $1,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School pursuing a career in Accounting. If there are no Accounting students, a business student with an interest in numbers and bookkeeping may be selected. Qualifications include a 3.5 GPA or higher, good citizenship and a strong work ethic. Preference will also be given to a student who has been involved in school and/or church and community activities.

GREG REPLOGLE SCHOLARSHIP 

One $1,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School who will be attending college in pursuit of a nursing career.  The applicant must have a 3.0 grade point average and be a member in good standing of his/her graduating class.  Preference will also be given to a student who has been involved in activities (athletics, fine arts, club memberships, and/or church and community activities) in their Junior and Senior year at Beatrice High School.
TRAVIS SAND SCHOLARSHIP

One $1,000 Scholarship is available to a graduating senior at Beatrice High School.  Qualifications include participation in baseball or softball during the junior and senior years of high school and plans to play in college.  Baseball players must also have participated in the Legion baseball program during the summer.  The student must exhibit a team-first mentality and a strong work effort both during games and practices.  Letters of reference must be from a baseball coach (either high school or Legion), a high school teacher, and a community member.  Preference will be given to a baseball player; however, if there are no qualified baseball applications, then a softball player may be chosen.
BEATRICE SERTOMA CLUB

A $1,000 scholarship is available to a senior who plans to further his/her education.  Priority will be given to someone with a speech or hearing problem or someone planning to specialize in that area.  However, this is not a requirement.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.  

A $500 scholarship will be given to a senior who plans to further his/her education at Southeast Community College-Beatrice Campus.  Priority will be given to someone with a speech or hearing problem or someone planning to specialize in that area.  However, this is not a requirement.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.  
RICK SIMMONS SCHOLARSHIP

One $1,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School, pursuing a career in the Trades at a post-secondary institute in Nebraska.  Trades is defined as career opportunities associated with carpentry, electrical, electronics, mechanical, plumbing and similar vocations.  The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of ability and financial need, preferably, but not necessarily, to students who might otherwise be unable to continue their education.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required to complete the application process.  Preference may be given to students who have involvement in community/church/social activities, as well as a proven history of commitment to goals. 
NEVA AND ERNEST SMETHERS SCHOLARSHIP

One $1,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior girl at Beatrice High School.  Preference is given to a female athlete who has participated in golf or softball for a minimum of two years while in high school.  Criteria for selection will include active participation in school, community, and volunteer activities.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.  

KEN ZIMMERMAN HEALTH CARE SCHOLARSHIP
One $1,000 scholarship is available to a BHS graduating senior who plans to enter health care services (including but not limited to physician, nursing, rehabilitation or hospital administration).  The student may attend any appropriate institution of higher education.  Consideration will be given to academic success in high school, extracurricular activities, community service and leadership.  Financial need is not a consideration.  The $500 scholarship award will be paid in two installments of $250, one each semester.  Applications available on the website:  www.beatricepublicschools.org 
KLAUS DUECK SCHOLARSHIPS

Two $1,250 scholarships are available to Beatrice High School students wishing to study in a foreign country.  This scholarship is available to both high school and college level students.  Selection will be based upon academic achievement, good citizenship and involvement in school and community activities.  Students who are attending an educational institution for more than one year can reapply annually for this scholarship, up to a maximum of four years.

The scholarship can be used for travel expenses to and from the country in which the student is going, tuition and any other education expenses (such as books).  Proof of enrollment and receipts must be provided before funds are provided.  The priority order for countries will be Germany, European countries, and then other foreign countries.  Students studying in a high school exchange program shall be considered first.

MARGARET KASSING EDUCATIONAL SCHOLARSHIP 
One $1,500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School who plans to pursue a career as a teacher in an elementary, middle or high school.  The student must be involved in both school and community activities and be in the upper 40% of his/her graduating class.  The student will attend a college in Nebraska.  Financial need shall be a consideration.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.  

HILARY AND BONNIE TRAUERNICHT


One $1,500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  The recipient may choose to attend any institution of higher learning, including vocational school.  A 2.500 grade point average is required.  
BONNIE SUTTER/LEARN TO DREAM SCHOLARSHIP

One $1,845 scholarship is available to a graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  The scholarship will be awarded to a student who plans to attend one of the three Southeast Community College campuses.  This scholarship pays half of the tuition which is currently $3,690 for up to twenty-four (24) credit hours.  The student must qualify for the free and reduced lunch program.  A letter of recommendation is required from the student’s high school counselor.
HAROLD R. DEITEMEYER SCHOLARSHIP

One $2,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  Qualifications include a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher, a student who will attend the University of Nebraska at any of the campuses, and one who has demonstrated a sense of a positive commitment to both his/her high school community and to the larger Beatrice community as well, through active participation in school, community, and volunteer activities.

DON AND CONNIE HARMON UPWARD BOUND SCHOLARSHIP

One $2,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior at Beatrice High School.  This scholarship is for a student who has participated in the TRIO Upward Bound program.  Criteria for selection will include financial need and a grade point average of 2.5 or higher.  The application must include a letter of reference from an Upward Bound staff member.  The scholarship may be applied toward certificate or degree programs at an accredited college or trade school.  This scholarship can be used on campus housing, books, and tuition.  It will be paid over four semesters, $500 each semester.  The student must maintain a 2.5 grade point average to receive the scholarship for all semesters following the first semester.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required to complete the application process.
BEN STINDT/MARCIA STINDT HILBERG SCHOLARSHIP

One $2,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  Priority will be given to those students who are active members of a Christian Church, participate in athletics, have a minimum 3.0 GPA, and have the desire and drive to be the best on and off the field.

BRANDON VILLAFANE SCHOLARSHIP

One $2,000 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  Qualifications include participation in Football, Basketball or Track at BHS.  Student must exhibit traits of mental and physical toughness, a team first mentality, and a strong work effort in practices.  Further consideration: financial need, academic achievement and extra-curricular activities. A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required if the student wishes to have financial need used as one of the considerations.

PETER W. JEPSEN SCHOLARSHIPS

Two $2,150 scholarships are available to seniors graduating from Beatrice High School.  Scholarships will be awarded to students who plan to attend any type of higher education including vocational school.  Awards are based upon a combined consideration of scholarship, activities, character and need.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required if the student wishes to have financial need used as one of the considerations.

VIVIAN M. BONHAM SCHOLARSHIP

One $2,500 scholarship (payable over two semesters) is available to a graduating senior girl of Beatrice High School pursuing a career in Business.  The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of ability and interest in business and financial need, preferably, but not necessarily.  A 2.500 grade point average is required and the faculty recommendation must come from a BHS business teacher.  Students must demonstrate an interest and aptitude for Business.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required to complete the application process.

AMBER (GOOSSEN) SCHROEDER SCHOLARSHIP
One $2,500 scholarship is available to a graduating senior of Beatrice High School.  The scholarship will be awarded to an athlete who has participated in cross country.  Criteria for selection will include active participation in school, community, and volunteer activities and a GPA of 2.5 or higher.

NEIL AND ALISON HENRY SCHOLARSHIP
One $2,500 scholarship is available to a male or female graduating senior from Beatrice High School.  Qualifications include participation in track and field at BHS during their junior and senior year.  Students must have a minimum ACT composite of 21.  Criteria for selection will include a preference for participation in a wide variety of extra-curricular activities over leadership in a single activity.  Good citizenship will be important and based on cooperative attitude, personality, leadership qualities, high sense of duty and morality, and enthusiasm.
ROSS AND ANITA BAUMAN
One $3,000 scholarship is available to a graduating Beatrice High School senior.  The scholarship will be awarded to a student who will be attending an accredited four-year college/university or a two-year community college/trade school.  The student must have a 2.5 grade point average or above.  If the student is employed, a letter from the employer is required and should address the student’s work ethic.  The scholarship is intended for a student that shows promise but cannot afford to continue their education after high school.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the FAFSA is required to complete the application process.  Also available on the website: www.beatricepublicschools.org
COLIN HAYS AND KARLA HAYS SCHOLARSHIP

One $3,000 scholarship is available for graduating seniors of Beatrice High School.  The selected student must have a grade point average of 3.0 or higher.  Preference will be given to student(s) participating in music.  Preference will also be given to a first-generation (an individual, neither of whose parents completed a baccalaureate degree OR an individual who regularly resided with and received support from only one parent and whose supporting parent did not complete a baccalaureate degree OR an individual who did not regularly reside with or receive support from a natural or adoptive parent), low-income (US Department of Education definition), and/or minority student (African-American, American Indian/Alaska Native, Asian and Pacific Islander American, and/or Hispanic American).  Financial need will be considered.  A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from FAFSA is required.    

DR. ALAN FIALA NATURAL SCIENCE SCHOLARSHIP

One $4,000 scholarship, ($1,000 payable each year for four years) is available to seniors graduating from Beatrice High School.  Recipient plans to study for a career in the Natural Sciences and will be a current year graduate with no less than a 3.0 GPA.  Recipient will submit a current year’s copy of the Student Aid Report as prepared by processing of the FAFSA.  Financial need shall be one of the primary considerations in awarding this scholarship.  Subsequent $1,000 scholarship payments require continued pursuit of a major field in Natural Sciences. (Natural Science include: astronomy, biology, chemistry earth science and physics etc…)
DR. JULIE FLETCHER SCHOLARSHIP

One $4,000 scholarship ($1,000 payable each year for four years) is available to a woman graduating from Beatrice High School that has excelled throughout her high school career.  The recipient must be in the top ten percent of the class and have a 3.500 or above grade point average; shown leadership in both school and community activities; and participated in a variety of activities in school (sports, music/fine arts, and clubs, or at least two of these); and community activities such as volunteer or social justice work.  She needs to show integrity in daily life decisions demonstrating kindness, compassion, and solidarity with others, especially those with racial diversity, disabilities, the LGBTQ community or extreme poverty.  The application must include references from each area:  academics, extracurricular (sports, music or clubs); leadership, and community volunteer involvement.  Must demonstrate financial need through FAFSA review.  The recipient will need to maintain a 3.000 grade point average to continue receiving the scholarship.
ROBERT TAYLOR SCHOLARSHIP 
One $5,000 scholarship is available to seniors graduating from Beatrice High School.  The scholarship will be awarded to a student who plans on attending an institution of higher learning with priority given to those students wishing to pursue a career in fine arts, communications, language arts, journalism, music and theatre.  Secondary priorities include those interested in an education degree followed by those pursuing careers in health care and medicine.  Students must rank among the top fifty percent (50%) of the graduating class.  School and community activities and good citizenship will be considered in the selection of this award.

FRED AND VIRGINIA V. VETTE SCHOLARSHIPS

Five $6,000 scholarships (payable over four years – eight semesters) are available to seniors graduating from Beatrice High School.  Preference shall be given to an applicant, who plans to attend the University of Nebraska at Lincoln, in the award of one of the five annual scholarships and preference shall be given to an applicant who demonstrates financial need, in the award of one of the five annual scholarships.  The scholarships are available to be applied toward tuition, books, room and board and fees in a baccalaureate program.

Vette General Guidelines

1. The students awarded the scholarship must be of high moral character.

The funds will be awarded annually, but disbursed equally by semester, after proof of full-time enrollment at an institution of higher learning has been presented to the Beatrice Educational Foundation.  The funds will be forwarded to the college of enrollment in the recipient's name. 

2. The recipient must maintain a cumulative 3.0 grade average (based upon 4.0 grade point system) annually at an institution of higher learning to remain eligible for renewal for the scholarship.  

All scholarship funds must be disbursed within five (5) years of graduation from Beatrice High School.

3. Applicants shall rank in the upper twenty-five percent (25%) of their graduating class.

4. The recipients shall be selected using the following criteria.  Equal weight shall be given to each area in determining the recipients.

Academic Ability:  Academic achievement, as evidenced by the applicant’s grade point average; A.C.T. and S.A.T. test scores; total number of high school credit hours earned; number of college preparation credit hours earned; and number of college credit hours earned.

Personal Involvements:  Extracurricular school and community activities, leadership roles, employment experience, and honors and awards.

Personal Service: Service to community, church, school, fellow students and others.

5. For the financial need recipient, a current year's copy of the Student Aid Report as prepared by processing of the FAFSA must be submitted.

FRANCES V. FELLWOCK REED SCHOLARSHIPS
Two $7,000 scholarships (payable over four years) are available to seniors graduating from Beatrice High School.  The scholarships are awarded on different criteria; one award is given on scholastic ability and the other is awarded based on financial need.  The scholarships are available to be applied toward tuition, books and other expenses incidental to enrollment in a baccalaureate program. Both awards require high moral character and the capacity to complete a four or more year collegiate program.  

Reed General Guidelines

1. The students awarded the scholarship must be of high moral character.
2. The applicant must have been enrolled and completed the equivalent of one full year (60 credit hours) at Beatrice High School.
The funds will be disbursed annually after proof of full-time enrollment at an institution of higher learning has been presented to the Beatrice Educational Foundation.  The funds will be forwarded to the college of enrollment in the recipient's name. 

3. The recipient must maintain a cumulative 3.0 grade average (based upon 4.0 grade point system) annually at an institution of higher learning to remain eligible for renewal for the scholarship. 

All scholarship funds must be disbursed within five (5) years of graduation from Beatrice High School.

4. If the original recipient of the scholarship fails to comply with the above guidelines, the balance of the scholarship monies will go to his/her alternate.  One alternate will be named for each scholarship.  
Class rank and grade point averages will be calculated based upon seven semesters work (9th grade through first semester of senior year). 

Reed Academic Scholarship Guidelines 
1. Must be a graduate of Beatrice High School. Must have taken a minimum of three (3) college prep classes in each grade, 9 through 12.
Scholarship will be awarded to a student who has met the above qualifications and has attained exemplary rank in his/her graduating class.

Must be aware that although outside activities (school, community, church, employment) are not the primary factor in the awarding of this scholarship, they may be factors.

Reed Need Scholarship Guidelines 
1. Must be a graduate in the top twenty-five percent (25%) of their class from Beatrice High School.
2. Must submit a current year's copy of the Student Aid Report as prepared by processing of the FAFSA.  Financial need shall be given priority consideration in awarding this scholarship.
3. Must be aware that although outside activities (school, community, church, employment) are not the primary factor in awarding of this scholarship, they may be factors.
