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Dale J. and Zella B. Cooper Scholarship

The Pinnacle Bank administers the awarding of the scholarship annually to students in the Beatrice Area from a bequest given by the estate of Dale J. Cooper.  The scholarships are available to be applied toward tuition, books and other expenses incidental to enrollment in a baccalaureate program.  The award required high moral character and the capacity to complete a four or more year collegiate program or a two year degree program with a community/technical school.  Scholarships may be for one, two, three or four years and in the amounts determined by the Trustee, Pinnacle Bank.

The following criteria and order is used in awarding the scholarship:


1-a:  Need


2-b:  Citizenship


3-c:  Scholarship

The general and specific requirements are as follows:

General Guidelines

1. The students awarded the scholarship must be of high moral character.

2. The funds will be awarded annually, but disbursed equally by semester, after proof of full-time enrollment at an institution of higher learning has been presented to Pinnacle Bank.  The funds will be forwarded to the college of enrollment in the recipient’s name and the college.

3. The recipient must maintain a cumulative B grade average annually at an institution of higher learning to be eligible for consideration for the scholarship the following year.  Student must maintain full time student status.

4. If the original recipient of the scholarship fails to comply with the above guidelines, the balance of the scholarship monies awarded will be utilized for future scholarship awards.

5. Applications must be submitted to Pinnacle Bank (Attention:  Sharon Arthur) by March 1st.

Scholarship Guidelines

1. Must be a graduate of Beatrice area high school.

2. Must be in the top 50% of class.

3. Must submit a current year’s copy of the Student Aid Report as prepared by the ACT Student Financial Aid Services of the College Scholarship Service of the College Board.  If family members are self-employed, please attach the business income and expense schedule from last two years’ income tax returns along with SAR paperwork.

4. Must be aware that although outside activities (school, community, church, employment) are not the primary factor in the awarding of this scholarship, they may be factors.

Please attach two letters of recommendation (not relatives).  Any requested documents to this application not received will cause the scholarship application to be “incomplete” and not eligible for consideration.
